Impact of the Pupil Premium Grant

Having used the funding in a variety of ways to support the learning of those eligible for the Pupil Premium Grant, we can report the following.
Overview of Attainment 
Year 2 Pupils in Receipt of the Pupil Premium 

(Disadvantaged Pupils)
28 pupils in Year 2 were eligible for the Pupil Premium funding in 2015/2016.  These pupils represented a significant percentage of the cohort (47%).

In addition to the high quality teaching from the classroom teachers, some lower attaining pupils within this group received intensive literacy support from Mrs Fildes (a senior teacher). Some higher attaining mathematicians worked with Mr Neilson (a senior teacher) on higher level mathematics work.  
Reading

75% of pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium achieved the expected standard of attainment for Year 2, with 21% of pupils actually achieving the ‘Higher Standard’.
These results are higher than both local (70%) and national (74%) results in reading for all pupils achieving the expected standard. 
Writing

75% of pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium achieved the expected standard of attainment for Year 2, with 21% of pupils actually achieving the ‘Higher Standard’.

Again, these results are higher than both local (63%) and national (66%) results in writing for all pupils achieving the expected standard. 

Mathematics

75% of pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium achieved the expected standard of attainment for Year 2, with 28% of pupils actually achieving the ‘Higher Standard’.

These results are higher than both local (71%) and national (73%) results in mathematics for all pupils achieving the expected standard.

Overview of  Attainment of Year 6 Pupils in Receipt of the Pupil Premium 
(‘Disadvantaged’ Pupils)

20 pupils, 44 % of the cohort, were in receipt of the ‘Pupil Premium’ funding. This has been used for specific resources and in-school intervention sessions to aid progress in reading, writing, GPS and mathematics. Additionally, afterschool intervention groups to boost literacy and mathematical learning were provided by the Year 6 teachers and teaching assistants. The impact was positive and attainment high, as evidenced in the KS2 SATs results.

Reading 

74% of pupils achieved the ‘Expected Standard’ with 16% achieving the higher standard.  These results are higher than the national figure (66%) for ALL pupils reaching the ‘Expected Standard’ in reading. 
Writing 

95% of pupils achieved the ‘Expected Standard’ with 26% achieving the higher standard.  These results are excellent and significantly higher than the national figure (74%) for ALL pupils reaching the ‘Expected Standard’ in writing.
Mathematics

90% of pupils achieved the ‘Expected Standard’ in mathematics with an impressive 32% of this group achieving the higher standard.  These results are fantastic and significantly higher than the national figure (66%) for ALL pupils reaching the ‘Expected Standard’ in mathematics.
The percentage of pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium, achieving the expected level in reading, writing and mathematics (RWM) combined was 74%, significantly higher than the national figure for all pupils which was 53%.
The percentage of ‘Disadvantaged’ pupils achieving ‘expected’ and ‘more than expected’ progress was above that of ‘Others’ in each subject.

All ‘Disadvantaged’ pupils achieved the ‘expected standard in GPS, with almost all doing so in writing and mathematics. 

In terms of ‘Meeting the expected standard’ in reading, the gap was greatest within school, between the Disadvantaged pupils and others, however at 74%, this was still higher than the national figure of 66% for ALL pupils.

The Disadvantaged pupil group had significantly above average scaled scores in mathematics and GPS and above average scores in reading.
