Impact of the Pupil Premium Grant

2016-2017
Having used the funding in a variety of ways to support the learning of those eligible for the Pupil Premium Grant, we can report the following:
KS1

23 pupils in Year 2 were eligible for the Pupil Premium funding in 2016/2017.  These pupils represented 38% of the cohort.
In addition to the high-quality teaching from the classroom teachers, some lower attaining pupils within this group received intensive literacy support from Mrs Fildes (a senior teacher) whilst higher attaining pupils participated in small-group creative writing sessions, focusing on higher level writing skills. Higher attaining mathematicians worked with Mr Neilson (a senior teacher) on ‘Greater Depth’ mathematics work.

As evidenced in the tables above, Year 2 pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium have performed very well, particularly compared to ‘Disadvantaged’ pupils and ‘Others’ nationally, in writing and mathematics. At the higher level, they have performed similarly to ‘Disadvantaged’ and ‘Other’ pupils nationally, but there are gaps at this level within their own cohort - an area to target in 2017/2018.
Overview of  Attainment of Year 6 Pupils in Receipt of the Pupil Premium 
(‘Disadvantaged’ Pupils)

33 pupils (55% of the cohort) were in receipt of the ‘Pupil Premium’ funding in 2016/2017. The grant has been used for specific resources and in-school intervention sessions to aid progress in reading, writing, GPS and mathematics. Pupils also participated in enrichment trips and workshops to enhance their learning. Additionally, afterschool intervention groups to boost literacy and mathematical learning were led by the Year 6 teachers and further supported by teaching assistants. The impact was positive and attainment high, as evidenced in the KS2 SATs results.

The attainment of pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium is high in all areas and significantly above the attainment of ‘Others’ nationally in reading, maths, GPS and RWM combined. It is marginally higher in writing.
The average scaled scores are also higher in all areas than those for ‘others’ nationally.  Results for this group of pupils are impressive but we are continually striving to close gaps further. 
In 2017/2018, it is our aim to narrow the gap that exists in writing, at the Expected Standard +, between pupils in receipt of the pupil premium and ‘others’ within our cohort. Furthermore, although the % of disadvantaged pupils achieving the higher standard in each subject is high, support will be directed to close gaps at this standard with ‘others’ in the cohort.
