Pupil Sport Premium 2016/2017 Report to Parents

In the academic year 2016-2017 St Richard’s will receive £9,655 from the government with the aim of improving the quality of PE and school sport provision.

How will St Richard’s spend the money?

Staff In-service training    £2100
A large proportion of the money will be spent on training teachers in the teaching of PE.  Staff training is recognised as the most effective way of raising standards in a subject and ensuring a lasting impact.

The school has 3 Newly Qualified Teachers (NQTs) and they will attend 5 half-days training provided by Manchester’s PE team.

Later in the year there will be training for other staff in areas identified as priorities.

Purchasing New PE Equipment   £ 2500
Among the new equipment to be bought will be:

2 new padded benches for the hall to be used in the delivery of gymnastics lessons;

2 new netball posts to support the games lessons in school and the new after-school netball club:;

medals and trophies for sports day;
various equipment – tennis-balls, footballs etc - will also be bought to replace damaged and worn-out equipment. 
Specialist PE Support Staff      £2, 196
The money will be used to pay for a PE Teaching Assistant (Ms Taylor), who supports the teaching of games in the afternoons.
In addition a portion of the money will be used to pay for additional sports coaches for enrichment lessons in games for Year 6 and the Reception classes.

Extra-Curricular Activities  £1,100 
This money will be used to pay for the school’s participation in Manchester’s  Active Schools programme.  Active Schools provide a weekly after-schools club for Key Stage 2 children in a variety of sports, such as street dance, dodgeball,basketball.  
All teaching staff who run clubs do so on a voluntary basis.

Inter-School Sport       £921
£680 of this money is the cost of the school’s membership of the Manchester PE Association, who organise inter-school sport across the city and subscription to the Youth Sports Trust, which keeps schools up to date with the latest developments in PE.

£ 261 will pay for 20 new athletics vests for school competitions. 
Outdoor Adventurous Activities   £500
There are some adventurous and exciting activities that are impossible to do at school.  Some of the PE money will be used to give children the chance to take part in these kind of enrichment activities eg BMX.11002196
