Pupil Sport Premium 2015/16 Report to Parents

In the academic year 2015-2016 St Richard’s received £8,013 from the government with the aim of improving the quality of PE and school sport provision.

How did St Richard’s spend the money?

Staff In-service training    £1525
A large proportion of the money was spent on training teachers in the teaching of PE.  Staff training is recognised as the most effective way of raising standards in a subject.

The school employed Anita Richardson – a PE expert and lecturer in PE at Birmingham City University - for 8 days to work alongside 6 teachers in the teaching of games, gymnastics and dance.  In addition 3 Newly Qualified Teachers attended 5 half-days training in PE.  As part of the training the school hosted training in PE for 30 NQTs from across the city. 

The PE co-ordinator also attended 2 days training in the leadership of PE provided by Manchester’s PE team.
Impact 
The training resulted in raising the standard of teaching and learning in all aspects of PE and an increase in staff self-confidence in the delivery of PE.  This ensured pupil progression across the school and improved the level of attainment by all pupils in PE.  The school’s hosting of training for NQTs from across the city shows the school is a model for the delivery of high quality PE lessons. 
Purchasing New PE Equipment   £446
Among the new equipment bought was:

A large amount of equipment specifically for Key Stage 1 children; such as bats, different sizes and types of balls and special bean-bags to support the delivery of games lessons.

Various equipment – tennis-balls, footballs etc - was also bought to replace damaged and worn-out equipment. 
Impact 
The new equipment ensured that the children at St Richard’s had access to the resources required for the delivery of high quality lessons in all areas of PE.

In games, the new equipment enabled the school to focus on the improvement of fundamental movement skills of Key Stage 1 children.

Specialist PE Support Staff     £2, 338
The money was used to pay for a PE Teaching Assistant (Mr Mallon), who supports the teaching of games in the afternoons.
In addition a portion of the money was used to pay for additional sports coaches for enrichment lessons in games for Year 6 and the Reception classes.

Impact
The employment of specialist staff in PE resulted in the delivery of high-quality games lessons throughout the school as a result of the lower teacher to child ratio. 
Extra-Curricular Activities  £1,080 
St Richard’s strongly believes in the importance of a rich and varied range of after-school sporting activities and this portion of the money was used to subsidise the cost of outside coaches.  All teaching staff who run clubs do so on a voluntary basis.

Impact 
The school’s membership of the Active Schools programme allowed us to offer weekly after school sessions in street dance, tennis, volleyball, football and dodgeball to children in Years 3 to 5.  In addition the school subsidises an after-school football club for Year 3 and 4 children on Mondays.  
Inter-School Sport       £660
This amount was the cost of the school’s membership of the Manchester PE Association, who organize inter-school sport across the city. 

Impact

The school has been able to compete against other schools in a wide variety of sports including boys’ and girls’ football, tag-rugby, hockey, handball, basketball and athletics.
New Scheme of Work   £250
The school bought Manchester’s new scheme of work for PE, which has been re-written to be in line with the new PE curriculum.
Impact
The new curriculum will ensure a consistent and progressive approach to the teaching of PE across the school, with a particular emphasis on the development of the childrens’ fundamental movement skills.  The scheme also includes a programme of assessment that will allow teachers to measure pupil progress in PE.
Outdoor Adventurous Activities   £470
There are some adventurous and exciting activities that are impossible to do at school.  Some of the PE money will be used to give children the chance to take part in these kind of enrichment activities.

Impact
An example of the activities offered is the half-day of BMX training at the indoor BMX centre at Sportcity that the Year 6 children will undertake in June.   

An amount of money will also be used to pay for medals and certificates for the schools’ sports day at St Peter’s in July.
